Because of the variationsinthe programs listed above, students interested inany of these areas should discuss
their plans with a career counselor or an appropriate advisor before beginning the program.

Most students pursuing medicine or dentistry obtainafour-year degree inamajor of their choice while
meeting the basic requirements for acceptance into their chosen professional program. However, students
may choose athree-year programwhich prepares himor her for direct entrance to the professional school.
After completion of the first year of the professional program, the studentisawarded a UT baccalaureate
degree. Thisroute ismore intense and must be closely monitored. Also, students pursuing the accelerated
programare notgiven priority for the programs at the University of Tennessee Health Science Centerin
Memphis.
